The attractiveness of Bordeaux keeps on growing as, since 2017, the high-speed train line put Paris only 2 hours away from Bordeaux.

Bordeaux ranks number 1 as favorite city to work in, for French people (Great Place to Work) – Think Institute, 2014,2015,2016 and 2017.

Bordeaux ranks first, ahead of Paris, for the rate of business setup (17.8%) - according to INSEE 2016 (national institute for statistics and economy) ; it ranks 1st after Paris for innovative business setup (l’Expansion business magazine, 2017), and 1st European mid-size city for its foreign direct investment strategy (Financial Times 2018).
This is what we call "Magnetic Bordeaux": an attractive city for one wanting to enjoy both professional and personal development, achieving the perfect work-life balance.
